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Know Your Rights

Employees have rights, known as Weingarten Rights, that apply during investigative interviews.  If you feel that any conversation with management could result in discipline in any way, you have the right to ask for Union representation.  Management does not have to inform you of this right!  Know your rights and let the Union help protect you!  

WEINGARTEN RIGHTS
“If this discussion could in any way lead to my being disciplined or terminated, or affect my personal working condition, I respectfully request that my union representative or steward be present at the meeting.  Without representation, I choose not to answer any questions.
What do Unions do? 
They collectively bargain with employers to secure written agreements for employees about pay, benefits, and working conditions.  

     It’s easy to forget that unions fought for many of the protections we take for granted in today’s workplaces:  the minimum wage, the eight-hour work day, child labor laws, health and safety standards, and even the weekend.  Today, unions across the country are still on the frontlines advocating for basic workplace reforms like increases in the minimum wage and mandatory paid sick leave.

Did you know?
Emil Mazey Hall was named after Emil Mazey, who was born in Regina, Saskatchewan on August 2, 1913. He moved to Detroit with his family at the age of two and received his education at Cass Technical High School. After leaving school, his early employment consisted of much involvement in labor organizations and he participated in some strikes. In 1936, Mr. Mazey was fired by the Briggs Manufacturing Company for leading an organizational campaign. His union activity began in earnest the next year when he became president of Briggs Local 212. He held that position from 1937 until 1941 and then from 1943 to 1944. Beginning in 1944, Mazey served in World War II and was assigned to the Philippines. Upon returning to the United States after serving in World War II, Emil Mazey was elected Secretary-Treasurer of the United Auto Workers Union in 1947. He held this position until he retired in 1980. His accomplishments included leading the UAW bargaining team which negotiated the first contract with Kohler Company. Emil Mazey gave frequent speeches and radio addresses and had many opinions on topics of contemporary interest such as Civil Rights, Watergate, and the emerging nuclear arms race. 
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
