Did you know?
The Shingrix Shingles shot is covered at 100% if over 50 years old and covered by either the HRA or HDHP health insurance plan and you stay in network.  If you go to your doctor you may be charged for an office visit.  A suggestion would be to get the shot at Walgreens.

Did you know?
Paid Parental Leave gives fathers and mothers-including adoptive parents, foster parents and surrogates-10 days of paid leave to help care for and bond with the newborn or newly adopted child.  This leave is paid at 100% of straight-time earnings.  
     Parental Leave can be taken intermittently or consecutively but must be taken in full day increments within the first six months of the qualifying birth or adoption.  Birthing mothers can use their Parental Leave to extend their paid time off immediately following their paid Maternity Leave; or use it after returning to work anytime within six months of their baby’s birth.  All manufacturing associates at Kohler, WI who are eligible for insurance benefits on the child’s date of birth or placement for adoption are eligible for Parental Leave.  If you would like to take parental leave please talk to your HR.
