Did you know?
Often there is a question concerning “bereavement pay”. This is only a portion of the bereavement leave and pay contract language but it is a question that is often asked.  Where an employee misses work due to the death of a stepmother or stepfather, or grandchild of an employee, parent, mother-in-law, father-in-law, brother or sister, the Company will pay the employee for three (3) consecutively scheduled work days, one of which must be the date of death or the date of the funeral.  Example:  If you use the date of the funeral, if the funeral is on a Sunday and you are not scheduled to work, the Company is going to pay you for Sunday because that is the date of the funeral.  Remember they have to be consecutively scheduled workdays.  To receive bereavement-pay, request from your team lead bereavement paperwork that you have to fill out and provide a copy of the obituary.  If there is not an obituary or you’re not listed as a relative in the obituary you may obtain a note on letterhead from the funeral home indicating your relationship to the deceased.
